In the first and second year of the award period (2021-22 and 2022-23), States need to ensure that 
at least 25 per cent of the rural local bodies have both their provisional accounts for the previous 
year and audited accounts for the year before the previous available online in the public domain in 
order for them to avail of the full grants in that year.

2023-24, 2024-25 and 2025-26

From the third year (2023-24) onwards, States will receive total grants due to the rural local bodies 
having both provisional accounts of the previous year and audited accounts for the year before 
previous and making these available online.

All States have to ensure that all Three Tiers of PRls have started planning and execu ng sanita on 
related services using eGramSwaraj so ware and alloca ng 15th FC grants allocated to them.

Eligibility Criteria for Rural Local Bodies to Avail Grants

The above 15th FC ed grant can be used by the Rural Local Bodies (RLB) for the basic services of (a) 
Drinking water, rainwater harves ng and water recycling and (b) Sanita on and maintenance of ODF 
status. However, if any RLB has fully saturated the needs of one category it can u lize the funds for other 
category post obtaining approval of Gram Sabha.

Range of Distribu on of Funds to the Gram Panchayat, Block Panchayat and District Panchayat (Three 
Tiers) as given below is to be adhered by the States to earmark distribu on of 15th FC grants.

Range of Distribution of Funds to the Three Tiers

Condi on for release of 15thFC grant: 15th FC has also recommended that all States which have not 
cons tuted the due State Finance Commission (SFC) as per provisions of the Cons tu on and their 
recommenda ons implemented in a mely manner both in le er and spirit, must cons tute SFCs, act 
upon their recommenda ons and lay the explanatory memorandum as to the ac on taken thereon 
before the State legislature on or before March, 2024. A er March, 2024, no grants will be released to a 
State that has not complied with the Cons tu onal provisions in respect of the SFC and these condi ons.

Gram Panchayat Development Plan/Block Panchayat 
Development Plan/District Panchayat Development Plan
Gram Panchayats have been mandated for the prepara on of Gram Panchayat Development Plan (GPDP) 
for economic development and social jus ce. The GPDP planning process has to be comprehensive and 
based on par cipatory process which involves full convergence with SBM-G Phase II guidelines with the 
aim to sustain the ODF status of villages and to cover them with Solid and Liquid Waste Management to 
convert villages from ODF to ODF Plus. Similarly Block Panchayat and District Panchayat have to prepare 
their Development Plan.
